G7: EQUINE INFLUENZA

Our equine influenza rules are based on the British Horseracing Authority Rules (formerly

The Jockey Club Rules).

G7.1: Vaccinations against Equine Influenza

This Rule applies in respect of any horse or pony which competes in a BRC Area

Qualifier or Championship and for Royal Windsor competitions, round 2 onwards.

The horse or pony must have been vaccinated against equine influenza by a

veterinary surgeon who is not the owner of the animal, in accordance with the rules

set out in this rulebook:

· The horse must have received two primary vaccinations which are given not less

than 21 days and not more than 92 days apart;

· If sufficient time has elapsed, the horse must also have received:

1. first booster vaccination which is given not less than 150 days and not more

than 215 days after the second component of the primary vaccination, and

2. further booster vaccinations at intervals of not more than a year apart;

· None of the vaccinations must have been given on the day of a competition or entry

to championship stables if earlier, or on any of the 6 days before the competition or

entry to championship stables.

In the event of failure to comply with any of the requirements of this Rule, the horse

or pony will not be permitted to take part in any competition to which these rules

apply.
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
