Rules:

The event will be run under Riding Club rules.

You must report to the secretary before you can compete failure to do so may mean elimination from the competition. Hats and Body Protectors will be scrutinised.
Hats to BS PAS 015/BSEN 1384 must be worn at all times when mounted. Body Protectors are recommended for the show jumping phase. Medical Armbands and Body Protectors are mandatory for the cross-country phase. Body protectors must be to Beta 2000 or 2009 Purple level 3.
If a competitor is eliminated show jumping (unless on a technicality), they may not continue on to the cross-country.
The course will be timed according to Riding Club Horse Trials rules, and therefore, any rider eliminated cross country should leave the course at a walk, to avoid interfering with other competitors.
The organisers will not be held responsible for any accident or damage to competitors, horses, spectators or vehicles, however caused.
The course will be open for walking from 2pm on Saturday 31st March.
Withdrawals are to be notified by Thursday 29th March.  If we are able to fill your place from the wait list, your entry may be refunded.
If the event is cancelled within 7 days a % of the entry fee will be withheld for admin and course fees.

Dogs must be on leads at all times.
