Area 12 Report

It has been a busy month for Area 12 competitions. The Taunton Horse
Show at Taunton Racecourse on June 12" and 13" included the Area 12
summer dressage and show jumping competitions. We fielded a team of
four for the Area 12 senior novice show jumping championship (Lucy
Coppin and Woodley, Nicola Moon and Perry, Sarah Thresher and Tiger
Lily and Maggie Wilson and Tottie). The first round of jumping was
supposed to be at 90cm but some fences were higher, and the second
round was bigger still. The team came a very creditable 4™ with 28
penalties No one was able to represent the Club in the dressage
championships. Sarah and Tiger Lily were also busy in the coloured
horse showing classes and notched up a first place and a fifth place.
Finally, our recently smartened up set of show jumps were on duty in the
unaffiliated show jumping ring ably organised and guarded by a relay of
Club volunteers throughout the weekend.

Hot on the heels of this busy weekend came the Area 12 Horse Trials
which were held at Bicton Arena just beyond Exeter on June 27", With
all the hot dry weather we have been having the cross country course was
very dry and hard, but the Club was well represented in the individual
competitions by Lizzie Little and her young stallion Soldier in the Senior
Novice class and by Anna Weatherlake and Rupert in the Junior Novice
class. Anna came a creditable 6™ in her section.

Next year it would be nice to field at least one team in these various
summer competitions (and indeed the winter competitions) provided we
have enough members who really want to take part and make themselves
known to the team organisers. It is not essential to enter teams to qualify
for the National championships (which are expensive and far away and
for which vaccinations are required) and it is always more fun to take part
as a member of a group. If you like to compete keep your ear tuned for
updates on training over the winter and the competition dates for next
year. Ideally we would have a pool of riders with eligible horses and
ponies for each discipline who would like to take part in the area
competitions, from which can be selected a team (or teams) and
individuals.

As of today Monday 5th July the entries are closed for
the qualifier ride in Wiltshire on 18th July, and our
entries are in. This is for the RC Endurance
Championships Final to be held on 5th September at
Southall Racecourse in Derbyshire. Our team all have
non typical 'endurance' horses - not a 15hh Arab in
sight! The team consists of Carol & Hazel Burge, Carol
with her lovely coloured mare, and Hazel with her
chestnut TB cross , both 15hh - 15.2hh, new member
Julia Holtom also rides on the team with her tough little
roan pony, and the final team member is Lucie Allison
with her new ID mare all 16.1hh of her. All these horses
have proved to be very fit and come in from good length
rides on consistent speeds of 10kph with nice low heart
beats, which we are hoping will stand us in good stead.

We also have an individual rider - Annabel Gregory on
her mare Duska again hardly a typical endurance
horse at 16.3hh WBXTB, who she point-to-pointed a few
weeks ago, but Duska too is fit enough to have a low
heart beat after fairly testing conditions. Unfortunately
Julia will not be able to go to the finals, should we
qualify, as her pony reacts badly to flu vaccinations, and
as it is on a racecourse all teams have to be fully up to
date as per Jockey Club rules, so we are planning that
Annabel will ride on the team at the final if all goes well
and to plan.

Dressage Championship 2010

The following Riding Clubs, Taunton, Exeter,
Witheridge, West Somerset, Quantock, Sid & Otter
Valley, North Devon and Blackdown Hills will be
running qualifiers at their dressage shows for the final
which will be held at Stockland Lovell Manor,
Bridgwater on Sunday 10 October, 2010.

The Series will have Prelim and Novice sections.

Qualification eligibility

1. Horses or ponies who have any BD points on
the day of the qualifying show are not
eligible for the Prelim qualifying classes.

2. Horses or ponies who have more than 49 BD
points on the day of the qualifying show
are not eligible for the Novice qualifying
classes

3. Riders may only qualify one horse in each
class

4. |If the first and/or second placed riders in a
qualifying class have already qualified, the
qualification passes down to the next qualified
riders(s)

5. Riders must be a member of one of the above
riding clubs.

At the championship the winners in each section will
receive a Training Grant with the Trainer of their
choice. There will also be prizes for the runners up and
special rosettes.

Any profits from the championship will be donated to
the Dorset & Somerset Air Ambulance
