American standard SNELL E2001, ASTM 95, SNZ3838 1998. 

3. All competitors must wear correct riding dress. 
4. The competition will be run under British Riding Club rules. 
5. The Judges’ decision is final. 
6. No lunging allowed in the warm up area. 
7. Horses must not be tied up outside lorry/trailer and left unattended or tied 

up to any fencing. 
8. Dogs must be kept on a lead at all times. 
9. Please pick up any droppings and take your litter home.

2. Horses or ponies who have won more than 49 BD points on 

the day of their qualifying show are not eligible for the Novice 

Championship. 

3. Riders who have qualified more than one horse in either the 

Prelim or Novice Championship may only ride one horse in each 

class. This will be the rider’s choice. 

4. Riders must be a current member of one of the following  

riding clubs Taunton, Exeter, Witheridge, West Somerset, 

Quantock, Sid & Otter Valley, Blackdown Hills and North Devon.
